Points:   10 – 1  respectively.  One bonus point will be added for each 
additional establishment that an eligible average is established.  (Male and 
Female will be ranked separately). 

“MEAN” average shall be calculated from all final averages attained by the 
bowler in sanctioned winter leagues of this Association in which the bowler has 
participated in at least two-thirds of the league schedule as of final average date 
of April 1st.

GUIDANCE RULES:

1. All information regarding Tournament results, Averages, High Series or Game 
awards must be on file at the Association Office no later than August 31 of 
each year. 

2. Bowlers shall be responsible for reporting positions in Tournaments outside the 
Association to which points can be awarded.  Verification must be provided. 

3. All decisions by the board will be final.
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
